What begins as an innocent day 
suddenly turns into a daring ad-
venture, with unexpected twists. 

In less capable hands, this story 
might lose control of itself, but Al-
tham keeps the story grounded, 
and moving forward, effortlessly.  
Altham allows her novel to impart 
moral wisdom, and thus become ed-
ucational: the narrative is peppered 
with references to Christian authors 
like Jane Austen, Chesterton and 
Dorothy Sayers. Altham’s treatment 
of the Benedictine abbey is spot-on, 
and allows her to introduce Catholic 
teachings, and depict religious life 
in an attractive way.
